	Contour
lines


	
	Imaginary lines that join points of equal elevation above or below sea level.

	Peak
	
	The highest point of a landform.

	Steep
	
	Steep is the opposite of flat. When contour lines are close together, the land is steep. When contour lines are spread out, the land is flatter.

	Valley
	
	A valley is a deep v-shaped hole in the land usually caused by flowing water. 
Contour lines that make a v-shape show that there is a valley.

	Canyon
	
	A canyon is a deep hole in the land between pairs of cliffs.

	Contour interval
	
	The amount of elevation change between two consecutive (right next to each other) contour lines.

	Sea Level

	
	The place where the ocean meets the land. The elevation is always 0 at sea level.

	Elevation
	
	The height above or below sea level.

	Ariel/Satellite View 
	
	View from above.

	Landform
	
	A visible crustal feature.
Examples are hills, mountains, valleys, canyons and trenches.

	Weathering
	
	The breakdown do the materials of Earth’s crust into smaller pieces.



	Erosion
	
	The process by which water, ice, wind or gravity moves fragments of rock and soil.
